Walk beginning at 10am – My Tribal Community

Overview 

Cancer in the Native Community is a growing concern and is one of the top 2 leading causes of death for the Native population in the US today.  There are many contributing factors that we are looking at that attribute to this fact from health care access, late stage diagnosis to undetected re-occurrence. We are taking an active role in raising community awareness around this disease in three (3) vital areas:


1) Prevention – incorporating healthy lifestyle behaviors through our events to reduce cancer rates and re-occurrence and improve quality of life. 

2) Education – from diagnosis to survivorship- empowering every survivor to have a    personal understanding of diagnosis- follow-up and long term survivorship issues or advanced illness options.

3) Advocacy – Promoting resources and support service awareness that can influence increased survival rates in the Native Population

Event Information:
Incorporating exercise and influencing lifestyle change and early detection can have a tremendous impact and lower cancer rates in our community.
